3. The Club will be closed at 9:00pm daily.

The Club will continue to closely monitor the epidemic situation and review the various measures as required.

Other vigilance measures implemented previously such as temperature screening, wearing of face masks (except
when consuming food or drink), mandatory scan “LeaveHomeSafe” venue QR code using “LeaveHomeSafe”
mobile application before entering the club, the number of persons allowed in group gatherings in public places
no more than 4, maintaining social distancing at least 1.5 metre apart from others are still in place.
